Phase 1: To work parallel with Surtal’s staff and Board to develop and write an Arts Council GFA (small scale up to £10,000) that reflects the organisations strategic ambitions and and to provide resources for Phase 2.    Time-scale – bid to be submitted around Dec 12th 2011

Phase 2: An ‘Action Research’ project that provides consultation opportunities, particularly engaging Derby’s BME communities, in order to identify and create an appropriate action plan to achieve to ‘Great Art’ and ‘Reach and Engage’ audiences in a meaningful way. The results of the Research will then be shared with other arts providers (and other interested parties) who are currently or have the potential to be Surtal’s project partners at a symposium hosted at QUAD.
From the findings of the Action Research, the Consultant/s will support Surtal to develop a business plan, marketing and fundraising strategy for the organisation’s sustainable future development and delivery. Based on this work the Consultant will support Surtal to develop and submit a three-year GFA. Time-scale – Action Research to be completed by March 2012, Symposium in March/April 2012, 3 year GFA to be submitted April 2012

Phase 3 – Dependent on a successful three year bid, Surtal will continue to work with the Consultant’s support and guidance to implement the business model, develop working practice and deliver strategic programme of activities. Time-scale – 3 year programme of activity June/July 2012 to June/July 2015 

Surtal is currently looking for applicants for PHASE 1. We are looking for applicants who have a proven track record of successfully supporting organisations with their strategic development, who also have the practical fundraising skills to develop and write a successful GFA application to a specific deadline. It would also be helpful if the applicant has an understanding of the Arts Council’s approach to ‘The Creative Case for diversity: Innovation and excellence in the arts.
